Honors World History Unit 5 Test Corrections
This is an optional assignment for honors students who wish to remediate the previous unit in exchange for a 50 point informal assignment grade.
Step 1: Review the previous unit test, identifying all missed questions.
Step 2: Align the questions you missed with an objective from your previous unit’s objective sheet (ex. make tally marks under each objective on the objective sheet for each missed question). 
Step 3: Identify the objective for which you missed the most questions. 
Step 4: Review the content for that objective from your notes, textbook, glossary, etc. 
Step 5: Demonstrate remediation of the content for your most-missed objective by creating a product from the following choices: 
1. Newspaper article: a 200-300 word article informing the public with a headline and a captioned picture.
2. First person narrative: Write a 250-350 word fictional account of someone living in the time period you are studying describing the changes you are observing based on the topic you are exploring.
3. Prezi or PowerPoint Presentation: Make a 5-8 slide (with a picture on each slide) presentation informing your audience about the content you are exploring.
4. YouTube video: Make a 1:30 to 2 minute video presenting the issue through speaking, visuals, or song informing the public about the content you are exploring.
5. Comic strip: Make a 12-15 panel comic strip narrative that explores the topic you are exploring.
6. Website: Make a website through a free site like weebly.com with 3-5 pages that explores your topic through text, pictures, and links.
7. Poster: Make a visually appealing poster with at least 15 bullets of text and 4 pictures.
8. Graphic organizer: Create a graphic organizer that explores the topic you selected with a 2-3 sentence reflection that summarizes what the graphic organizer demonstrates.
Step 6: Submit the product to Mr. Marwitz by Thursday, November 30th. 
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
